THE KANE FAMILY FOUNDATION

Andy and Wanden (“Wandeen”) Kane, the visionaries and founders of the Dane Family Foundation, were the personification of the Cowboy and the Lady.  He was raised on farms/ranches in eastern Colorado and was for a time a professional rodeo cowboy.  She was a Wall Street socialite with broad European travel experiences, but with a passion for the American West and Native Americans.  Wanden became, in time, the first female Mayor of the City of Fountain, Colorado, 20 miles southeast of Colorado Springs, where the Kanes built and ran a large cattle ranch for 40-50 years.


The Kanes were known to be private philanthropists who helped lots of folks along the way.  Both knew the value of a good education and they helped numerous young people obtain an education who otherwise would not have had the opportunity to do so.  Wanden died in 1990 and Andy in 2003, after which the Kane Family Foundation was funded with its primary mission to provide merit scholarships to deserving students of Universities and Community Colleges of southern Colorado.
The SEE THE FUTURE Fund has formed a partnership with the Kane Family Foundation.  The merit-based Kane Foundation provides two “full-ride tuition” scholarships to visually impaired or blind students who meet the SEE THE FUTURE Fund criteria and are nominated by the SEE THE FUTURE Fund selection committee.  Presently, Kane – SEE THE FUTURE recipients must attend CU-Boulder, CU-Denver, or CU-Colorado Springs.
